in the state, they must register with the
department, have an on-site inspection
including a record review, and pay the
fees established under the rules of the
Idaho Organic Food Products Act.
Livestock provisions: None.

Record-keeping: All producers shall keep
accurate records of the location of
acreage used for growing products and
the additions made to the soil, applied
to plants or added to irrigation water,
and shall include cultivation or other
weed control methods and the names
and addresses of the person who ap-
plied any substance and the dates of
application. All producers and handlers
shall maintain records to permit tracing
the sources and amounts of off-farm
inputs, date and place of harvest and all
steps between harvest and sale to the
wholesaler, retailer vendor or final
consumer. Certification shall be denied
or revoked for intentionally falsifying
or refusing to supply adequate records.
Record retention is five years.
Enforcement: The Director of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture is responsible for
enforcement of provisions of the Act
and rules. Up to a $3,000 fine may be
imposed for each violation.

A person
who violates this chapter is subject to a
civil penalty of not more than $5,000.
